Papa Le6n XIV—Magnifica humanitas:

Hoy... los principales motores del desarrollo son acto-
res privados, a menudo transnacionales, dotados de
recursos y capacidad de accion superiores a los de
muchos gobiernos. El poder tecnologico adquiere asi
un rostro inédito, predominantemente “privado”, y
por ello atn maés dificil de discernir, gobernar y orien-
tar hacia el bien comun.

6. Por esta razon es preciso iniciar un discernimiento
compartido capaz de profundizar en las raices espiri-
tuales y culturales de las transformaciones que se es-
tan produciendo.... Estamos viviendo una rapida fase

Pope Leo XIV—Magnifica Humanitas:

Today... the main drivers of development are private,
often transnational, parties that are endowed with
resources and the capacity to intervene that surpass
those of many Governments. Technological power
thus takes on an unprecedented, predominantly
“private” aspect, which makes it even more challeng-
ing to discern, govern and direct such power toward
the common good.

6. For this reason it is necessary to begin a shared
discernment process for identifying the spiritual and
cultural roots of ongoing transformations.... We are
living through a rapid phase of transition, a “change
of era,” in which — while some are vying for the fu-
ture of new technologies and others dedicate them-
selves to reflecting on the matter — most people are
watching and waiting, observing from afar and
merely hoping for the best. For this very reason, cru-
cial questions impose themselves on our conscience
and can no longer be avoided: Where are we going?
Toward what goal do we wish to orient ourselves?
What direction should we choose as a people and as a
human community?
